The jpg image is compressible and thus is a LOSSY image iormat; that
Is every time it is opened and saved it looses some of the image data

that represents the image. Many paint programs like Corel Paint Shop
Pro Photo, Adobe Essentials allows the user to change the

compression for web use.

One way to prevent this open and closing loss of image data is 1o
put the images on a CD or on the web. The down side to this is that
the image cannot be altered if it is on a CD or on the web. If users
can download them from the web or copy them and have a good
paint program that will allow proper image manipulation then the
images can be altered. However, once an image is on a CbD it
cannot be altered. It must be saved to your hard drive, aliered i
necessary, then placed on another CD for saving and protecting.
